Please select 
the class according to the true skill level 
of the rider to avoid marking up or being 
forced up to the next class.   

 

è Gate Fee age limitations has been ad-
justed to 5 & under free and 6 and over 
will be $5.00 

 

è 65 & 85 riders are ineligible to compete 
in the Mini Non Comp and vice versa  

 

è Vet B class is a non-pro trophy class 

 

è Riderõs Meetings will begin at 7:30am 
followed by practice and racing. All rid-
ers are required to attend.
